Writing Prompt:  This unit you are learning about water and the crisis Arizona has been experiencing due to drought. In 2016, the Nestle Corporation opened a water bottling plant (factory) in Phoenix. You will need to research information about this endeavor and decide whether or not you think this was a good idea. Date the earthquake struck: January 12, 2010

Magnitude: 7.0, followed by two aftershocks at magnitudes 5.9 and 5.0 respectively. 

Days later: Another aftershock on January 20, 2010 registered at a 5.9.

History: Haiti had not been hit by an earthquake of such magnitude since the 18th century, the closest in force being a 1984 shock of a magnitude 6.9.  Interestingly an earthquake with a magnitude of 8.0 struck the Dominican Republic in 1946.
